Kagawa University comprises six faculties and seven graduate schools, which undertake the education of approximately 5,700 under-
graduate and 700 graduate students. Kagawa University was established in 1949 comprising two faculties, the Faculty of Economics and
the Faculty of Education. The institution grew out of the Takamatsu College of Economics, the Kagawa Normal School, and the Kagawa
Normal School for Youth. The university added a Faculty of Agriculture in 1955, a Faculty of Law in 1981, and a Faculty of Engineering in
1997. This was followed in 2003 by its integration with the Kagawa Medical School, which created the new Kagawa University.

In April 2018, we launched our new Faculty of Engineering and Design. There, based on the principle that we provide them with a common
educational foundation by fostering both design thinking skills and the ability to manage risks, we began to train students who will graduate to
become a next generation of engineers who are proficient at both human-centered innovation and creation. That same month, we established
the first Department of Clinical Psychology to be based in a Faculty of Medicine in Japan and began training caregivers in the area of psycholo-
gy who are equipped with basic medical knowledge. Also, in April 2020 at Kagawa University we will implement in earnest the new DRI educa-
tion program that we have developed. With Center for DRI Education—remodeling of which was completed in May 2019—providing the primary
venue for its activities, this program seeks to foster in students from all faculties a combination of Design thinking abilities (D), training in Risk
management (R), and the basic math skills needed to cope with living a sophisticated Information society (1).

All of the issues that the local community and local companies raise for the university's consideration are taken up in as a whole by the
Cooperation integration head office of industry-academia- government, and they deal with them promptly. In particular, with regard to
the major issues that reinvigorating the local community entails, we have been working at Innovation Design Institute established in
October 2018 to provide a platform for open innovation to create multidisciplinary research teams and propose scenarios in collaboration
with private-sector corporations toward solving problems and creating new value.

The symbol of Kagawa University expresses this institution's strong determination to pursue research with a global scope and impact. We
firmly believe that the results of the research achieved at this university that are due both to having to directly confront various issues that
arise precisely because we are a regional institution, and are also due to the new bonds that we are creating because we go beyond disciplinary
boundaries, will be conducive to achieving the happiness of both the Japanese people and the whole of humanity as well.

The Master's Course consists of ten specialties in three fields. The objective of the course is to train professionals who can adapt to various changes in
healthcare, welfare, and society, based on a respect for life and humanity. More specifically, the course aims to imbue students with the skills to solve scientific
and practical problems in order to improve people’'s Quality of Life (QOL), and to teach students how to conduct research from a global perspective that
contributes to advances in nursing science and public health.

The Doctoral Course consists of two courses in one major. The Training Course for Researchers in Basic Medicine, Clinical Medicine, and Life Sciences
teaches students how to conduct life science research (for example. into rare sugars ) and make the transition from basic research to clinical applications. In
addition, the Training Course for Advanced Medical Clinicians teaches how to prevent and treat diseases particular to specific regions, such as diabetes, and
also trains cancer experts. The first term of the four-year program is designed to provide students with knowledge and skills required to conduct independent
research. During the second term, students conduct creative research into specific subjects under their doctoral advisers.
